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IMPORTANT SAFEGUARDS

When using electrical appliances, basic safety precautions should always be

followed including the following:

Read all instructions before using the appliance.

I. Do not touch hot surfaces. Use handles or knobs. Care must be taken to
prevent burns which can occur from touching hot parts or spilling hot
liquids.

2. To protect against fire, electrical shock and injury to persons, do not
immerse cord, plug, or appliance in water or other liquid.

3. Close supervision is necessary when any appliance is used by or near
children.

4. Unplug from outlet when not in use and before cleaning.Allow to cool before
putting on or taking off parts and before cleaning appliance.

5. Do not operate this appliance with a damaged cord or plug, or after the
appliance malfunctions or has been damaged in any manner. Return the
Coffee Maker to the nearest Authorized Norelco (USA)/Philips (Canada)
Service Location for examination, repair or adjustment.

6. Use this appliance only for its intended purpose as described in this manual.
Do not use accessory attachments not recommended by Philips Electronics
North America Corporation/Philips Electronics Ltd., as they may result in
fire, electric shock or injury to persons.

7. Do not use outdoors.

8. Do not let cord hang over edge of table or counter or touch hot surfaces.
Operate on a flat surface away from edge of counter to prevent accidental
tipping.

9. Do not place Coffee Maker on or near a hot gas or electric burner, or in a
heated oven.

10. This appliance is intended for household use ONLY; it is not for commercial
or industrial use.

I'1. Any service to the Coffee Maker should be performed by the nearest
Authorized Norelco (USA)/Philips (Canada) Service Location.

12. To disconnect Coffee Maker, turn Power Switch to 'OFF, then remove plug
from electrical outlet. Remove plug by gripping plug body and pulling it from the
outlet. Never yank or twist cord to unplug.

| 3. The carafe is designed for use with this Coffee Maker. It must never be used
on a range top or in a conventional or microwave oven.

4. Do not set a hot glass carafe on a cold or wet surface.
I5. Do not use a cracked carafe or a carafe having a loose or weakened handle.

I6. Do not clean carafe with steel wool pads, abrasive cleanser or any other
material that may scratch.

I7. To prevent scalds and/or property damage, always make sure carafe lid is
securely in place during brew cycle and when pouring coffee. Do not force
when placing lid on or removing lid from carafe. Scalding may occur if the
hinged lid is lifted during the brewing cycle.
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18. Do not open reservoir cover until Coffee Maker has finished brew cycle.
Hot steam trapped under cover could burn your fingers.

19. Never use warm or hot water to fill the reservoir. Cold water works best.

20. Do not move Coffee Maker when in use.

21. Before using this appliance, move it 2-4 inches away from the wall or any
object on the counter top. Remove any objects from the top of the
appliance. Do not use on surfaces where heat may cause damage.

22.A fire may occur if the Coffee Maker is covered by or touching flammable

material including curtains, draperies, or walls when in operation. Do not
store any item on top of the appliance.

23.Warning:To reduce the risk of fire or electric shock, do not
remove the bottom cover. No user serviceable parts are
inside. Return the Coffee Maker to the nearest Authorized
Norelco (USA)/Philips (Canada) Service Location for
examination, repair or adjustment.

SPECIAL INSTRUCTIONS

The Coffee Maker has a short cord to reduce the hazards of becoming
entangled in or tripping over a longer cord.An extension cord may be used if
the rating is equal to or greater than the rating of the Coffee Maker. Use an
extension cord rated |3 amperes or greater. Care must be taken to arrange
extension cord so that it does not hang over the edge of counter top or table
top, where it can be pulled on by children or tripped over unintentionally.
Operating the Coffee Maker and another appliance at the same time from the
same electrical circuit could cause an electrical overload, which would blow
the fuse or trip the circuit breaker.

SPECIAL POLARIZED PLUG INSTRUCTIONS

This Philips Coffee Maker has a polarized plug (one blade is wider than the
other) as an added safety feature.To reduce the risk of electric shock:

- Plug will fit into polarized outlet only one way.
- If plug does not properly fit into outlet at first, reverse it.
- If plug still does not fit, contact a qualified electrician.

DO NOT ATTEMPT TO DEFEAT THIS SAFETY FEATURE

WARNING:

- To avoid risk of personal injury or damage to property as a result of
overflow, be sure that the Carafe is centered under the brew/filter basket
during the brew cycle.

- Brewed coffee and grounds, in carafe and brew/filter basket, are very hot.
Handle with care to avoid scalding.

- If brew/filter basket overflows, or if brew/filter basket fails to drain into carafe
during brewing cycle, do not open or handle basket. Unplug Coffee Maker,
and wait for contents to cool before handling.
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- Do not remove any part of Coffee Maker other than the carafe, which may be
removed for up to 30 seconds to Pause & Serve, during the brew cycle, as
scalding could occur.

PLEASE READ AND SAVE THIS INSTRUCTION BOOKLET.

Before Your First Use

Carefully unpack your coffee Maker and remove all packaging material.
Remove any labels from the body of the Coffee Maker.You may wipe the heat-
ing stand with a clean, damp cloth. Dry thoroughly. Do not immerse the heat-
ing stand in water or other liquid.

To remove any dust that may have accumulated on the removable parts during
packaging, wash the carafe, lid, and filter basket with warm, soapy water. Rinse
and dry. Do not wash in the dishwasher. Do not use harsh or abrasive cleansers.

NOTE: We recommend that prior to brewing your first pot of coffee, you
“brew” cold water only, without ground coffee or a paper filter. This will
remove any dust that may have settled inside the Coffee Maker.

IMPORTANT: Use cold water only. The automatic brewing system works best
with cold water.
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NOTE: We recommend using coffee ground specifically for automatic drip
Coffee Makers. After using your drip Coffee Maker a few times you may adjust
the amount to suit your own taste.

Recommended Amounts of Coffee

Number of Cups Recommended
2 2 level tbsp.
4 4 level tbsp.
6 6 level tbsp.
8 1/2 level cup
10 1/2 level cup + 2 level tbsp.
12 3/4 level cup

3. Be sure the filter basket is seated properly in the filter door. Swing the
door closed and snap it into place. Be sure to close the door completely.

IMPORTANT: Do not operate your Coffee Maker if the door does not
close completely. If it does not close completely, check to see that the
filter basket is properly seated, and snap the door into place.

4. Lift the hinged lid to the water reservoir located on the top of the
Coffee Maker. Fill the glass carafe with cold water up to the marked level
for the desired amount of coffee. For 12 cups, fill the carafe with water
to the bottom of the spout.

IMPORTANT: Use cold water only - the automatic brewing system
works best with cold water. Empty the cold water from the carafe into
the water reservoir. Close the hinged lid. Place the glass carafe with the
lid in place on the warming plate.

CAUTION: Carafe lid must be in place on carafe while brewing.

5. Press the power select button “I/O” twice.The “ON" light will now glow,
indicating that your Coffee Maker has begun the brewing cycle. Hot water
will be dispersed gently and evenly through the coffee grounds.When all
the water has been pumped out of the reservoir, the heater will switch off
automatically and provide a “keep warm” mode for holding the coffee at
the proper serving temperature for the next 2 hours. If you wish to use
the timer to preset the Coffee Maker, see the section on “Using the
Timer”.

D If you have made coffee and wish to make some more immediately,
allow the appliance to cool down for about 3 minutes. You may then fill
the water reservoir again.

Note: This Coffee Maker features an automatic switch-on at a preset time. In
order for this feature to operate correctly, the time of day and the
automatic switch-on time must be set and the AUTO mode must be
selected.
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Coffee Maker Controls S
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I. Digital display - Clock with AM/PM indicator.

2. Hour button (H) - This button advances the hour display of the clock
and timer. See the section on “Setting the Clock” for proper use.

3. Minute button (M) - This button advances the minute display for the
clock and timer. See the section on “Setting the Clock” for proper use.

4.  Program button (PROG) - This button allows you to preset the
brewing cycle to begin at a selected time. See the section on “Using
the Timer” for proper use.

5.  Power Select button (I/O) - Select from three power modes:
Auto/On/Off. Press the power select button once and the “AUTO” light
comes on. Press the power select button again and the “ON” light comes
on.The “OFF” position (last position) does not have a light.

6.  Auto light (AUTO) - Indicates that the Coffee Maker is in timer
mode, awaiting preset brew time.

7. On light (1) - Indicates that the Coffee Maker is in normal operating
mode.
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Auto-Pause Drip Stop

Your Coffee Maker was designed with an auto-pause drip stop feature. If you
wish, at any time during the brewing cycle, you may temporarily remove the
glass carafe from the unit and pour a cup of hot coffee. The brewing cycle will
be interrupted and no coffee will drip from the filter basket. Simply replace
the carafe on the warming plate to restart the brewing process.

CAUTION: Do not remove the carafe for longer than 20 seconds.

USING THE TIMER

Your Coffee Maker has a multi-function timer built into the face of the unit.
The following sections describe the proper use of this timer.

Setting the Clock

To set the clock, simply press the “H” button until the desired hour has been
reached. There is an “AM” and “PM” indicator on the left side of the digital
readout. Press the “M” button until the desired minute has been reached.Your
clock has now been set, and will continue to keep the correct time, even after
the unit has been shut off.

NOTE: Unplugging the unit will reset the clock to 12:00.

NOTE: After a power outage of more than one minute, you will have to set
the clock again.

Presetting the Brewing Cycle

To preset your Coffee Maker to begin brewing at a later time, first follow
steps | through 4 in the section “Using Your Coffee Maker”.

Check to make sure that the clock is set to the correct time. If it is not, set
the clock to the correct time.

Press and hold the “PROG” button.The timer is now ready to be set. While
continuing to press the “PROG” button, press the “H” and “M” buttons until
the desired brew time is reached. The “AM” and “PM” indicators are on the left
side of the digital readout. Once you have reached your selected brew time,
release the “PROG” button.

Press the “POWER SELECT” button once.The red “AUTO” light will glow, indi-
cating that your Coffee Maker is now waiting for the preset brew time to be
reached before it will begin the brewing cycle.

Auto Shut-Off

As an added convenience, your Coffee Maker has been designed with an auto
shut-off feature. Two hours after the brewing cycle is complete, the Coffee
Maker will automatically shut itself off.
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Decalcifying
Calcium buildup frequently occurs in drip Coffee Makers.This buildup is quite nor-
mal and is caused by minerals commonly found in drinking water.

Your drip Coffee Maker will need decalcifying to remove any calcium or mineral
deposits that may form. If your Coffee Maker is used daily, we recommend decalci-
fying it every three months. Decalcifying more often may be required in hard
water areas or if using bottled spring water. Bottled spring water is not recom-
mended.

Decalcify your drip Coffee Maker with white vinegar:

I. Fill the glass carafe to the 10 cup level with undiluted white vinegar (5% acetic
acid). A half-and-half vinegar and water solution can be used if necessary.

2. Pour the vinegar into the water reservoir, then close the hinged lid and put the
empty carafe and filter basket (without a paper filter insert) into place.

3. Switch the Coffee Maker on and let about 3 cups of vinegar pump back into the
glass carafe.

4. Turn the unit off to allow the vinegar to settle into the Coffee Maker. After vine-
gar has completely cooled, empty the vinegar from the carafe back
into the water reservoir. DO NOT POUR HOT VINEGAR BACK INTO THE
RESERVOIR - ALLOW TO COOL FIRST.

5. Repeat step (3). Then turn the unit off and let stand for 30 to 60 minutes.

6. Switch the Coffee Maker on again to allow remaining vinegar to pump from the
reservoir into the carafe.

7. When the vinegar has finished brewing, empty the carafe and rinse it out with
clean water. Refill the water reservoir with cold water only, and run another
“brew” cycle.This will rinse out any remaining vinegar. If necessary, a second
“brew” of water only can be performed.

8. Clean the separate parts.

Care and Cleaning

CAUTION: Be sure to unplug this appliance before cleaning.To protect against
electrical shock, do not immerse cord, plug or unit in water or other liquid.

Remove the lid from the carafe by grasping the carafe by its handle and placing
your thumb on top of the hinge area. With your other hand, grasp the lid and pull
it toward you and pop out the hinge pin.

The carafe and carafe lid may be washed with warm, soapy water, or placed in the
top rack of the dishwasher. Do not place any other part or parts of your Coffee
Maker in the dishwasher. Never use harsh or abrasive cleaners on any part or
parts of your Coffee Maker.The heating stand may be wiped with a clean, damp
cloth when necessary.

IMPORTANT: Never immerse the heating stand in water or other liquid.

Do not clean the inside of the water chamber with a cloth because this will leave
a residue of lint and may clog your drip Coffee Maker. Just rinse with cold water
periodically.

Tip: To remove any stubborn brown deposits, just put a spoonful of baking soda
with hot water in the carafe. Allow the baking soda to act for a while. After this,
you can easily wipe the deposit away with a brush.
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Replacement Carafe

For Coffee Maker model HL5271/1 use carafe model HL5208.
For Coffee Maker model HL5271/2 use carafe model HL5961.

Permanent Cone-Style Filter

For Coffee Maker models HL5271/1 and HL5271/2 use permanent cone-style
filter models GF2 or CF2.

Glass Carafe Safety Precautions

There is a potential danger of personal injury if you fail to read and follow these
safety precautions.

Glass is fragile and can break, which could result in personal injury.
Do not use a cracked carafe or a carafe having a loose or weakened handle.

This carafe is designed to be used only on the warming plate of your Coffee Maker.
Do not put it on a gas or electric range top, or in a microwave or conventional
oven.

To avoid breakage, handle carafe with care. Avoid impact. Glass will break as a
result of impact.

Use care when filling with water or cleaning to avoid hitting faucet.

Do not place hot carafe on a cool or wet surface. Allow to cool before washing or
adding liquids.

Do not set empty carafe on a hot heating surface.

Do not clean carafe with steel wool pads, abrasive cleanser or any other material
that may scratch.

Do not place hands inside carafe.When handling, be careful if wearing any hand
jewelry, especially diamond rings. Jewelry can scratch the glass, which increases the
possibility of breakage.

Do not bump, scratch or boil dry the carafe.

Discard carafe if it is cracked or scratched, or if it has been heated while empty for
an extended period of time.

To avoid accidents, do not pour in the direction of people.

If stirring in the carafe, use only wooden, plastic, or rubber utensils. Do not use
metal utensils.

Follow the above safety precautions carefully to avoid serious burn injuries, which
may result if breakage occurs while carafe holds heated liquids.
