5 Using the Rice cooker

Before first use

1 Take out all the accessories from the inner pot. Remove
the packaging material of the inner pot.

2 Before first use, boil water and clean the Rice cooker.

3 Clean the parts of the Rice cooker thoroughly before
using it for the first time (see chapter “Cleaning and
Maintenance”).

Note

* Make sure all parts are completely dry before you start using
the Rice cooker.

You can cook rice using the White, Brown, Glutinous Rice,

Japanese rice or Grains function.

Measure rice using the measuring cup provided.

2 Rinse rice, and put the washed rice in the inner pot.

3 Add water to the level indicated on the scale inside the
inner pot that corresponds to the number of cups of
rice used. Then smooth the rice surface.

L Forinstance, if you cook 4 cups of rice, add water
up to the 4-cup levelindicated on the scale.

Note

* The level marked inside the inner pot is just an indication. You
can always adjust the water level for different types of grains
and your own preference.

* Besides following the water level indications, you may also
add rice and water at 1:1-1.2 ratio for rice cooking.

* Do not exceed the volume indicated or exceed the maximum
water level, as this may cause the appliance to overflow.

*  After the cooking is finished, stir the rice and loosen it
immediately to release excessive moisture for fluffy rice.

* Depending on the cooking conditions, the bottom portion of
the rice may become slightly browned.

*  Please stir rice after cooking, and you are recommended to
consume it right after cooking for best nutrition and best taste. If
you would like to keep rice for long hours and for many meals, it
is best to keep rice in sealed plastic containers and keep themin
the refrigerator and reheat it to avoid nutrient loss.
