Danger

Do not use the appliance if the plug, the mains cord or the appliance
itself is damaged.

If the mains cord is damaged, you must have it replaced by Philips, a
service center authorized by Philips or similarly qualified persons in
order to avoid a hazard.

Do not point the hose, the tube or any other accessory at the eyes or
ears nor putitin your mouth.

The plug must be removed from the socket-outlet before cleaning or
maintaining the appliance.

Do not dry the filter in direct
sunlight, on a radiator or in a tumble dryer. Replace a washable filter if it
can no longer be cleaned properly or if it is damaged.

To guarantee optimal dust retention and performance of the vacuum
cleaner, always replace the filters with original Philips filters of the
correct type (see 'Ordering accessories').

If your vacuum cleaner has a remote control, always replace the
batteries of the remote control with batteries of the correct type.

If your vacuum cleaner has a remote control, remove the batteries of the
remote control if you are not going to use the appliance for one month
or more.
