@ General description

Base unit: the motor, speed switch, mains cord and overload protector switch.
Speed selector knob: for different speed adjustment.

1.5 litre Wet grinding jar: for liquidizing and blending.

1.0 litre Dry grinding jar: for dry grinding.

Chutney grinding jar: for small quantity grinding such as chutney, pepper, dry masala.

I. How to fit the blades
Hold the coupler on the underside of the
jar and with the spanner; tighten by rotating
in anti-clockwise direction till the blade is

securely locked. Repeat procedure for the
other jars.

2. How to fit jar to base unit
After fitting the blades, carefully insert
the jar on top of the base unit. Ensure
that lock of the jar fits the slot of the
base unit. Rotate the jar clockwise until
it locks.

@ Operation

|. Before the first use
Thoroughly clean parts that come in
contact with food.

2. Preparation for use
Cool the hot ingredients before
putting in jar.

Cut large ingredients into small
pieces of approx 2cm before
processing.
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Check speed selector knob is at ‘0’
Connect mains plug to wall socket
after fixing jar. Switch on main supply.
Turn speed selector to required
position and speed. After operation,
turn selector knob to ‘0’ and check.
Repeat till desired results are obtained.

For blending/liquidizing/pureeing,
use ‘pulse’ on speed knob. This will
activate the whipping till you release
the button.




@ Cleaning and maintenance

I. Remove main plug from wall socket.
Do not immerse base unit in water.

2. Wipe base unit with a damp cloth
and non-abrasive liquid cleaner.

3. Disassemble other parts after use.
Wash them in soapy water, rinse with
clean water and dry thoroughly. Do
not wash in a dishwasher. Cleaning is
easiest done immediately after use.

4. Take soapy water in jar and assemble
it on base unit. Pulse 5-6 times and
wash the jar.

5. Store mixer grinder standing on its
heel in a safe and dry place.

@ Overload protection

Mixer is fitted with an automatic
power shut off mechanism to avoid
motor burning due to overloading.

If mixer stops due to overloading, the
red knob at the bottom will come
out. Switch off the mixer. Remove
excess load from jar.Wait for 2-3
minutes. Press red button and start
mixer again.

@ Trouble shooting

Problem

Cause

Solution

Appliance does not work.

No electricity supply.

Ensure that the plug is
plugged in well.

Appliance suddenly stops
working while in use.

The appliance is
equipped with an
‘Over Load Protector’
(OLP) switch. If
appliance overheats, it
automatically cuts off
power supply.

Unplug appliance and let it
cool for 2-3 minutes. Remove
jar from base unit. At the
bottom of base unit there is
a red coloured switch (OLP).
Reset OLP by pressing it. Put
plug back into wall socket
and switch on appliance
again (see heading ‘Overload
Protection’).

Blade unit is blocked.

The quantity being
processed is probably
too large.

Switch off appliance. Remove
ingredients that are blocking
the blade unit. Refer table
on page 6 for the maximum
capacity of jars.

Base unit gives an
unpleasant smell during
first few times of use.

This is normal for the
first few times.

If appliance continues to smell

after using a few times:

* Ensure that jars are clean
and there are no ingredients
stuck inside it.

* Ensure that appliance has
been assembled correctly.
